SCOPE OF WORK 
 

Vector Control Service 
 

The San Bernardino County Mosquito and Vector Control Program (COUNTY) will provide comprehensive surveillance 
and control of mosquito and other vector populations to the CITY as outlined in the Contract and as provided in this 
Attachment. 
 
The urbanized nature of the CITY, high volume of travelers through and around the city and local weather patterns provide a 
habitat that is conducive to support vector breeding life cycles, which increases the health risk of vector-borne disease and 
nuisance conditions. 
 
Services provided will encompass the spectrum of disease causing vectors, nuisance causing vectors, and vectors that have 
the potential to affect public safety. The purpose of these services is to protect public health and preserve quality of life for 
residents, visitors and investors. These services include monitoring and controlling of mosquitoes, rodents, ticks, fleas, 
cockroaches, bed bugs, Africanized honey bees, and other animals or pests of public health importance or those that create 
nuisance conditions.  COUNTY Services will also provide educational information regarding the control and prevention of 
vectors and the diseases associated with them.  
 
COUNTY has a pro­active mosquito control program. The main focus of the program is the eradication of the mosquito 
while in the larval stage. COUNTY staff identify, monitor and eliminate mosquito larval production sites. Physical 
abatement of the breeding site is the primary method to eliminate larval breeding. Treatment is an option where physical 
abatement is not possible. California and Federal Environmental Protection Agency approved materials are used. 
Mosquito fish, which are provided to residents free of charge, are a treatment method for appropriate habitats as well. 
Adult mosquito populations are monitored to determine potential health threats and nuisance problems.   
 
Adult mosquito abatement is based on monitoring results. Adulticides are sprayed only when nuisance mosquito 
populations rise above thresholds that pose a significant public health risk. COUNTY maintains an active surveillance 
program for mosquito-borne diseases. This requires the trapping of mosquitoes for disease analysis , abundance and 
identification. This information is used to asses risk and take appropriate actions. 
 
COUNTY also maintains an active surveillance program for rodent-borne diseases.  This requires the trapping of rodents 
to determine abundance in a given area and to obtain serological material and collect fleas. The serological material and 
fleas will be analyzed for various disease indicators. Risk assessments for plague, Hantavirus and other rodent-borne 
diseases will be will be made and actions taken based on this information.  
 
The vector control services described above are in tended to reduce the risk of vector­ borne diseases and the potential 
risk caused by other nuisance pests. Resource used will routinely be evaluated and reallocated to best protect public 
health and maintain quality of life.  
 
COUNTY has continually responded to the emergence of new species and disease threats in San Bernardino County 
communities.  Africanized honey bees arrived to the County in 1994, West Nile Virus arrived in 2004 and, mosquitoes with 
the potential to transmit Zika virus and other diseases arrived in 2015. SBCMVCP will collaborate with the CITY to ensure 
public health, safety and nuisance issues are addressed as effectively as possible as conditions change. 
 
Specifically, COUNTY will provide the following services: 
 
1) Respond to routine service requests from affected parties within the CITY related to vector control issues. 
2) Address vector and nuisance pest activity on private property using an educational and consultation approach and 

use enforcement action only when needed. 
3) Inspection of potential vector breeding places to determine presence of vectors and action steps to be taken. 
4) Abatement and control of vector breeding to protect public health or to mitigate nuisance conditions. 
5) Surveillance, trapping, identification and disease testing of vectors. 
6) Take part in CITY meetings, community meetings and local events to educate and address vector and 

nuisance pest issues upon request and when needed. 
7) Adult mosquito control as appropriate in specified target areas. Twenty-four (24) hour notification will be 

provided to the CITY and residents of the target area when adult mosquito control is performed by truck 
mounted sprayers.

AWARD OF GROUNDWATER SAMPLING CONTRACT TO ATLAS ENVIRONMENTAL 
ENGINEERING 

EXECUTIVE SUMMARY: 

The Regional Water Board requires continuous monitoring efforts as part of the Soapmine Road 
remediation project, including conducting quarterly groundwater well sampling, analysis, and reporting for 
58 well locations. In addition, the City must sample the Soapmine Rd. residential wells, provide the 
analysis, and report quarterly.  Atlas Environmental Engineering was originally awarded the contract in 
2013 and has continued to provide great service.   

 

With the Atlas current contract set to expire at the end of the testing period for the 4th Quarter of 2018, 
staff issued a Request for Proposal (RFP) in September 2018 (Attachment A) seeking submittals from 
qualified firms to perform the necessary groundwater sampling work.  In total, 7 firms responded 
(Attachment B) by the October 1, 2018 response deadline.  The lowest responsible bid was submitted by 
Atlas Environmental Engineering in the amount of $18,475 per quarter (Attachment C). 

DISCUSSION: 

Based on the results of the RFP for groundwater well sampling services, staff recommends that the City 
Council award the professional services contract for the work to Atlas Environmental Engineering 
(Attachment D), who submitted the lowest responsible bid in the amount of $18,475 per quarter. 

FISCAL IMPACT: 

Funding to pay for the quarterly groundwater well sampling, analysis, and reporting is included in the 
approved Fiscal Year 2018/19 Wastewater Fund operation and maintenance budget, account number 
605.605.602.06.631. 

RECOMMENDED ACTION: 

Staff recommends that the City Council approve a professional services agreement (Attachment D) with 
Atlas Environmental Engineering to perform the groundwater and residential well sampling, analysis and 
reporting associated with the Soapmine Road remediation project.
