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are on either side of the entry, with stucco in the colors of Oak Flats and Bison Beige.  Clear anodized 
aluminum is used for the storefronts, and the roofing over the entrance is a standing seam metal roof, 
indicated as Harbor Blue.  The rest of the building is a parapet roof system with trim at the top. 
No elevations have been provided for the fueling canopy.  Therefore, the fueling canopy shall integrate 
the same construction components as the main building.  This includes, but is not limited to, a stone base 
for the columns, and a Texcote finish on pole/column covers. The fascia of the canopy shall be reviewed 
for consistency with the main building as well (See condition #6).  Signs on the canopy shall be limited to 
the north, east and south side, and all signs near the easternmost side of the canopy to avoid illumination 
issues (light & glare) of the adjacent residential uses (See condition #7). 
 
Parking: 
The building is nearly 4,000 square feet, requiring 20 parking spaces.  The site plan reflects 5 along the 
building, an additional 5 facing Armory Road for a total of 10 parking spaces.  As there are a total 12 
pumps, this provides additional parking meeting the parking requirements for a fueling station.   
 
Fences/Walls/Screening: 
Because of the topography of the site, retaining walls will be necessary.  In addition, the five parking 
spaces facing Armory Road shall include some screening in the form of a low wall, mounding, or 
combination (See condition #8). 
 
Landscaping: 
As this is new construction, the applicant shall submit three copies of detailed landscape and irrigation 
plans, including details, for review and approval (See condition #9). 
 
Lighting: 
No lighting is reflected on the plans.  Any exterior lighting shall be consistent with Section 19.06.010.  A 
photometrics plan may be required to ensure compatibility with the adjacent residential to the west (See 
condition #10). 
 
Signs: 
A price sign is proposed near the northeast corner of the property.  No details have been provided.  No 
other ground-mounted signs are identified on the plans. 
 
Off-Site Improvements: 
Partial off-site improvements are in place.  However, additional improvements will be necessary, and 
some may require replacement/repairs.  Any work within the public right-of-way will require an 
encroachment permit through the City for Wisteria Avenue and Armory Road, and Caltrans for Barstow 
Road (See condition #11). 
 
Access/Traffic: 
Access to this site is proposed via two driveways, along Armory Road, and one along Wisteria Avenue.  
No additional driveways are proposed or recommended. 
 
Drainage Patterns/Improvements: 
The proposal is for new construction on a vacant site, and will require grading.  Therefore, the applicant 
shall be required to meet all the requirements for water quality assurances during construction, and best 
management practices after construction.  This may include a Water Quality Management Plan (WQMP), 
Storm Water Pollution Prevention Plan (SWPPP) and Waste Discharge Identification (WDID) number 
(See Engineering Comments below). 
 
Utilities: 
All utilities are available to the site.
